Students are asked to prepare a persuasive speech to present to their class. There will also be an impromptu aspect
delivered in class. All students will deliver their speeches in class, however, they have a choice as to whether they want
their speech to be considered for the stage final of the school public speaking competition. Class winners and
subsequent stage finalists will be notified on Seesaw.

During the next few weeks students will be revising persuasive texts in class. This learning will support the writing of
their speeches. Students will need to place their speeches onto palm cards in preparation for their speech.
